We have designated the anteroom to 117 Bond
Hall as the Grad Research Room. These wall-to-
wall bookshelves will display artifacts of disserta-
tions and theses completed at Notre Dame. We in-
vite you to deposit anitem or object between 6 and
18 inches square that represents your research -
examples include a piece of equipment, a photo of
a specimen, a work of art, poetry, or a figure. As
long as it is non-toxic, inanimate, and able to be
displayed in a public setting, the only limit is your
imagination.

Each artifact will be displayed with a card that
identifies you, the title of your dissertation or
